You must sign and return the affidavit of 
support with the correct tuition fee in order to confirm a study place.

2. You will receive a confirmation letter, a receipt and a letter in support of your UK Visa application. You apply for a student visa.  A student 
pack providing more details on the programme as well as living and studying in Canterbury will be sent if you are successful.

- Your application will not be processed unless it is complete and all relevant documentation submitted. 
- You must accept an offer of a place in writing within two (2) months.  Application fees are non-refundable. If an offer of a 
  place is not accepted within two (2) months, a new application must be submitted.
